Use of Natural or Recycled Materials or a mixture of each

                                                           Part One:
Research and design a plan for what you think would be a great outdoor clock that could be placed in your family garden at home. 
Think about the materials you will use (either natural or recycled - or a mixture of both.)  Is your selection of materials going to be reasonably weatherproof?  Is it going to be strong enough (without breaking if the wind is strong?)

You need to consider
• The shape and size of your clock (no bigger than 60cm x 60cm  (The judges measure the project!!!)
· Your clock does not require a mechanism to work - it is for display only.
•  Where you will place it at home – e.g. on the wall, attached to a pole in the vegetable 
    garden or flower garden
· Explain why you have made these decisions.

This information needs to be presented in an attractive and accurate way. You can choose the means of presentation e.g. chart, booklet, poster, powerpoint, brochure, mobile, etc. Include photos of you working through the steps in making your outdoor clock as well. This must be handed in with your clock and will be considered by the judges alongside your finished outdoor clock.
